WHO: Whitney, Britney, and 
Dora the fox.
WHAT: Whitney and Britney 
sleep all day and perform at 
night as ‘The Great Chicken 
Divas’.
WHERE: The farm and Club 
Sparkles.

Pebble (Small problem)
Dora is upset that she never 
gets to spend time with 
Whitney and Britney, as they 
are always asleep.

Rock (Medium problem)
Dora spies sequins and 
glitter in the chicken coop, 
and becomes suspicious. 
She follows them to Club 
Sparkles in disguise.

Boulder  
(Main tension scene)
‘Who is this stranger?’ Dora 
is revealed at the club and 
we find out that she is a 
famous performer too!

Sizzling Start
The story starts with rhyme 
to introduce the characters: 
‘Whitney and Britney are 
two gorgeous chooks, fluffy 
and silky, with stunning 
good looks.’

Exciting Ending  
(Action climax)
Whitney and Britney are 
excited to see their friend 
Dora. They all perform a 
jazz song together.

Character Wrap-up 
(Emotional resolution)
Whitney, Britney and Dora 
form a new group called 
Foxy and the Chickettes. 
They perform together at 
Club Sparkles every night.
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
